The Need  

  

• 880 million people currently live in 
inadequate housing in cities  

• By 2030, at least 2 billion people will 
require housing in urban and rural areas 

• 130 million more people live in urban 
slums than in Habitat II.   

 



New Strategic Approach  

• Create an integrated housing framework 

• Adopt an inclusive approach  

• Expand affordable housing  

• Improve housing conditions  

• Upgrade informal settlements 



Recommendations     

• Reaffirm the commitment by UN member states to the right 
to housing. 

• Foster collaboration between local communities, 
governments, civil society, private sector and donors to 
implement a Habitat III housing action plan. 

• Monitor progress towards achieving the global housing 
agenda.
